TIMING – To be kept by the Italian Timekeepers’ Federation

REGISTRATIONS – Registrations must be forwarded by proper federal sheets not later than 7 PM o’clock, on Thursday May 3rd , 2007 ( by fax n. 0039-382-35576, too) to the Organizing Committee.

Registration fee is € 3,00 for each athlete/race (no fee for substitutes) and it will be paid directly at the moment of the accredit.

WITHDRAWALS – Withdrawals will be possible till friday 4th May at midnight 

Withdrawals will be charged with a € 30,00 fine for each crew till a maximum of € 180,00 for each Club. 

Money will be payed by Clubs to the Organizing Committee before the beginning of races.

Clubs which will not be present for the start will pay registration fee and a fine of  € 30,00 for each crew till a maximum of € 180,00 to the Organizing Committee into 7 (Seven) days from the date of the race or they will be not admitted to next contest and they could have other disciplinary sanctions (only for Italian Clubs).

CLUBS ACCREDIT– Saturday 5th May, 2007, from 4 o’clock to 6,30 PM at Canottieri Ticino. Clubs’ representatives will pay the registration fee (€ 3,00) for each athlete/race.

Fax registrations and delegations are admitted but they must be regularized into the morning of next day.

Difficulties of 1st and 2nd degree. Athletes must have experience in stream and a good control of canoe.

P.S. If there are dangerous or not praticable parts of the river, an alternative track is foreseen.
